Foreword
Current education. Extracurricular education

Education is immersed, in this historical moment, during
the first quarter of the XXI century, in a radical, global and
digital change, just as it is taking place with the rest of the
applied techniques ..., actions and human behavior, and this
process in education, in particular, occurs through different
means: technological, educational purposes and crisis of
authority.

The incidence of new technologies in the educational
process takes different forms and shows different conse-
quences, as it will be analyzed in this book; but, one of
these changes is the one that is motivated by a new type of
training model, in which two opposing forms can be seen,
which in these moments of the global health crisis in 2020-
2021, are complementary: face-to-face and online educa-
tion (which it is usually understood as “remote”); to which
it is added —what was developed mainly throughout the
20th century— regulated education (or regulated by the pub-
lic administration) and non-regulated (those that are out-
side the public authority), and school education and train-
ing. extracurricular (or a set of educational processes in free
or non-school time, constituted mainly by a series of prac-
tices oriented and organized in a group or individual non-
teaching option.

I Identity and defense of the own or common

In the understanding of being in its entirety, from the per-
spective of its identity, the defense of one's own and re-
sponsibility before others, the analysis will focus on iden-
tity in its individual and collective variants until entering
the stage of the defense of the same to respect the common.
In the digital age, the subject acquires an unprecedented
notoriety; the individualistic self is brought together by
means of communication via the internet with other selfs,
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within an anonymous or quasi-unknown group, where the
subject is shown with their personal or imagined conditions
and thought as real. In this predominantly individualistic
world, according to the life within a “liquid world” —as
Zygmunt Bauman (2018) envisioned it— official human
rights, defended by the UN and national policies normally
attend to the self belonging to a minority, understood by the
world powers that be, in a large number of cases included
in excluded groups in the past, prior to the beginning of the
digital age.

1 How many are we outside the university classroom? an
attempt to measure delay and dropout as difficulties that
endure in the institutions in bioengineering students of the
National University of san Juan, Argentina

It is intended to know the psychosocial conditions of uni-
versity dropouts and delays. Firstly, based on a biblio-
graphic review carried out, certain theoretical insights
about the multivocality inherent in the concepts of deser-
tion and delay are summarized, specifying some figures
that account for the magnitude of the problem worldwide.
With the elaboration of a statistical exploratory analysis on
150 active, delayed and dropout students of the Bioengi-
neering career of the San Juan National University (UNSJ),
the formulas elaborated for their categorization are ex-
posed, as well as those built for the measurement of the real
problem.

3 Distance education in architecture and urban planning.
The experience of the “Benito Juarez” Autonomous Uni-
versity of Oaxaca

Many universities around the world have materials and
courses in virtual environments due to their important ad-
vantages, among which their flexibility stands out, and in
the context of the Covid-19 pandemic. The Autonomous
University of Oaxaca “Benito Juarez” through the Faculty
of Architecture “5 de Mayo” started in 2019 the Distance
Learning Teaching Innovation Project to teach a subject as
a pilot test in a virtual learning environment. The chosen
subject was “Environment, Site and Architecture” of the
fifth semester of the Bachelor of Architecture. In this sub-
ject, students achieve basic knowledge of the planning and
design of the site, so that they can propose, develop and
integrate an architectural blueprint. Among the different
options considered, it was chosen to develop the subject
through the virtual platform Google Classroom. The plat-
form is free of cost and the students were familiar with sim-
ilar tools, so their adaptation was faster and more satisfac-
tory than initially expected. Likewise, it was possible to
unify the four groups, with 69 students in total, on a single
platform, systematizing the sending of assignments, re-
views and grades. Both individual and group activities
were developed and focused on both the acquisition of
technical knowledge and its application in practical exer-
cises. Similarly, the subject was linked to external activities

such as virtual conferences, webinars, and online courses.
The follow-up of the subject by the students and their mo-
tivation were highly satisfactory, mainly due to the adapta-
tion of the teaching methodology to a language and tools in
which they operate easily in their daily life.

This experience was useful as a model for other subjects
in the context of rapid transition towards e-learning derived
by the Covid-19 pandemic and the associated lockdown.

Prologo

Educacién extraescolar

La educacion se encuentra inmersa, en este momento his-
torico, durante el primer cuarto del siglo XX1, en un cambio
radical, global y digital, al igual que esta teniendo lugar con
el resto de las técnicas aplicadas..., las acciones y la con-
ducta humana, y este proceso en la educacion en particular
se produce a través de diferentes medios: tecnoldgicos, fi-
nes formativos y crisis de autoridad.

Sobre la transformacién tecnolégica de la educacion
gue esta acaeciendo actualmente, a escala global se centra
la primera parte del presente libro, sobre el que existe el
texto titulado “Impacto de las nuevas tecnologias en la edu-
cacion” elaborado con anterioridad por Fernandez-Carrion
(2020: 27-68), entre otros autores, por ejemplo. En cambio,
de la crisis de autoridad en la formacion académica lo ha
trabajado igualmente Fernandez-Carrion, en la coleccion
Educacion actual, en los apartados intitulados: “La educa-
cion de principios del siglo xx1” (2018: 11-22) y “Proceso
de cambio educativo en el siglo XxI. La gestion del aula y
la autoridad del estudiante” (2019: 9-48). Y, sobre los fines
educativos se estudiara en alguna otra publicacion en Edu-
cacion actual.

La incidencia de las nuevas tecnologias en el proceso
educativo adquiere diferentes formas y muestra distintas
consecuencias, como se analizard en el presente libro; pero,
uno de estos cambios es el que viene motivado por un
nuevo modelo formativo, en este se aprecia dos maneras
inicialmente contrapuestas, y que con el tiempo han alcan-
zado la complementariedad: educacion presencial y online
(que normalmente se entiende como “a distancia”); a lo que
se le une —lo que se ha desarrollado principalmente a lo
largo del siglo xx— la educacion reglada (o regulada por la
administracion), la no reglada (la que se desarrolla fuera de
la autoridad publica), la formacién escolar y la extraescolar
(o conjunto de procesos y condicionantes educativos en
tiempo libre o0 no escolarizado, constituidos principalmente
por una serie de practicas, acciones y actitudes orientadas
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o0 decididas de forma individual o excepcionalmente en
grupo en un periodo o situacion no lectiva, FC).

A lo largo del siglo xxi1, se prevé que en la segunda mi-
tad se consolide el cambio educativo a nivel global, impo-
niéndose una formacién online, que conjunte la formacion
escolar y extraescolar, y en esta Gltima se integre la deno-
minada “practica laboral”, 0 un cierto tipo de “servicio so-
cial” o “apoyo al establishment”; asimismo, se consolidara
la formacion no reglada?, en los estados-nacion que estan
dando paso a un nuevo tipo de gobernanza conformada por
organizaciones-empresariales publicas-privadas globales,
en las que los titulos académicos reglados coexisten con
“credenciales alternativas” que:

se refieren a aquellas competencias, habilidades y resultados
de aprendizaje que derivan de actividades no relacionadas
con un titulo profesional o grado; se basan en la evaluacion y
se alinean con las necesidades especificas y oportunas de la
fuerza de trabajo” (Garcia-Bullé, 2019),

y se pueden clasificar, con la siguiente tipologia:

1 Formacion para el empleo y la acreditacion (o empleo
acreditado, FC):

A Programas de certificacion.

B Formacion en el trabajo [con acreditacion].

C Cursos cortos basados en habilidades.

1 Como se aprecia en la propia web de facebook, por ejemplo, se
conforma como plataforma de internet de “Ensefianza no reglada
estd en Facebook. Para conectarte con Ensefianza no reglada, ini-
cia sesion o crea una cuenta”, m.facebook.com/profile.php?-
1d=1745167715696750, e igualmente se instala la “Plataforma en
defensa de la ensefianza no reglada”, creada en 2016 en Face-
book, Facebook.com/defensaensenanzanoreglada/, o IBM Edu-
cation quienes, como hacen otras empresas multinacionales fun-
damentalmente ofrecen una formacion en relacion con la salida
profesional, con el siguiente eslogan “Cierre la brecha entre lo
que ofrece la educacion [reglada] y los conocimientos que nece-
sitan los estudiantes” para trabajar (IBM, s/f).

En algunos ambitos publicos se ha venido a equiparar la forma-
cion reglada con la “formal” y la no reglada como “informal” y
hasta llamarla de esa forma al hacerla equiparable esta Gltima con
la que se ofrece de manera casual, “sin planificacion y el &mbito
educativo no formal” (Fje, s/f).
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2 Cursos masivos abiertos en linea [MOOCs] y otras mi-
crocredenciales en linea.

3 Programas educativos basados en competencias. (Los
programas de competencias ofrecen un camino alterno
a un titulo o grado al otorgar créditos académicos a es-
tudiantes que demuestran competencia en los resultados
de aprendizaje en vez de tomar en cuenta solo la finali-
zacion de un determinado curso):

A El enfoque en la credincializacién le otorgan a los estu-
diantes créditos académicos basados en la evaluacion de
su aprendizaje previo. El de instruccion...

B (...) son productos educativos en constante evolucion
[conformacion permanente, en la actualizacion profe-
sional] (Garcia-Bullé, 2019).

Prélogo de la Educacion actual. Educacion extraescolar

El presente libro con el subtitulo Educacién extraescolar,
entiende como tal toda la actividad ajena a la formacion
reglada, correspondiente a los espacios y a los tiempos ex-
traescolares, que comprende desde los motivos de la deser-
ciény lademora hasta cualquier otra actividad desarrollada
fuera del aula.

Se inicia con el trabajo de Fernandez-Carrion sobre la
“Identidad, defensa de lo propio o lo comun”, en el que
conjunta la comprension de la identidad en relacién con la
defensa de lo propio, dentro de una sociedad liquida —como
la define Zygmunt Brauman (2018)- frente a la compren-
sion de lo comudn y la valoracién de la alteridad. Tema este
de la identidad y la defensa de lo propio o lo comun que es
clave para el entendimiento del cambio educativo que esté
teniendo lugar al inicio de la era digital.

Seguidamente, se presenta la primera parte intitulada
“Educacion extraescolar”, que se inicia con un amplio es-
tudio de Maria Paula Seminara sobre las actividades y si-
tuaciones extraescolar desarrollada en Argentina, bajo el ti-
tulo de “Un intento de medicion de la demora y desercion
como dificultades que resisten en las instituciones en alum-
nos de bioingenieria de la Universidad Nacional de San
Juan, [de] Argentina. ¢Cuantos somos fuera del aula uni-
versitaria?”.
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A continuacion, le sigue la segunda parte que trata sobre
la “Educacién y [las] nuevas tecnologias”, con un trabajo
elaborado por Miguel-Héctor Fernandez-Carrién y Laura
Méndez-Ortiz en el que exponen inicialmente las caracte-
risticas especificas que conlleva el “Impacto de las nuevas
tecnologias en la educacion actual” y ultiman con un anali-
sis de caso practico sobre “La instruccion del idioma espa-
fiol en un entorno de aprendizaje digital en la Stanford Uni-
versity”. Le prosigue un estudio conjunto elaborado por
Marco Hernandez Escampay Daniel Barrera Fernandez so-
bre la “Educacion a distancia en arquitectura y urba-
nismo...”, desarrollada en la Universidad Auténoma “Be-
nito Juarez” de Oaxaca, en México.

En la tercera parte se trata sobre aspectos tan diversos
de la vida humana, como la “Politica, [la] educacion y [el]
conflicto”, en el que se integra el trabajo realizado por
Lourdes Fernandez Martin en la creacion de un “Programa
de intervencidn en torno a la lateralidad e inteligencia mul-
tiple” infantil, que complementa el estudio que publicara la
misma autora en la coleccién Educacion actual con el titulo
de “Influencia de la lateralidad y las inteligencias multiples
en el rendimiento académico” (Martin, 2020: 175-196). A
continuacién, se incluye el texto de Jeronimo Amado L6-
pez Arriaga que versa sobre la “Teoria de conflictos y la
noviolencia” dentro del entorno académico. Le prosigue el
trabajo elaborado por Ana Luisa Guerrero Guerrero sobre
la formacién exclusiva de “El rey-politico”, a partir de un
planteamiento idealista, de filosofia politica propuesto por
Platon, a partir de una supuesta formacion ideal del poli-
tico, para alcanzar el grado de “sabio prudente” —segun cri-
terio de Platon—, muy distinto a la realidad donde casi la
totalidad de los politicos “pertenecen a grupo criminal or-
ganizado estatal”, actuando como ingenieros del crimen
global, tal como lo piensa Chomsky, entre otros politolo-
gos.

En la cuarta parte, se alude al “Aprendizaje”, donde se
presenta el texto escrito conjuntamente por Martha Susana
Hernandez Larios, Alejandro Rodolfo Garcia Villalobos,
José de Jesus Hernandez Berumen, Rall Armando Valadez
Estrada y Susana Cordero Davila sobre el caso practico de
los “Estilos de aprendizaje de los estudiantes del segundo
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semestre de CONALEP “Mtra. Dolores Castro Varela”,
[para el] turno vespertino, [curso] 2016-2017.
